NICE Pick n’ Mix, Debate Workshop: 45min
Timings for the session:
· Introduction (10min)
· Activity (25min)
· Feedback (10min)

Outline of Session:
Overview: Groups need to decide which drug of the three they would choose to put forward to NICE who are only able to consider one for use in the UK. Groups will present their choice and reasons for that choice for NICE.
Aim: To introduce the students to NICE and make them think about the decisions that go into putting new drugs on the market. 
· Groups of size 5-6.
· Groups will need to extract information from the pack to support their argument. 
· Each group given an information sheet for 3 potential drugs.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Each group will have time to present their choice and explain why they chose that drug
Drugs: Treatment for tongue cancer, vaccine for malaria and an asthma drug.

Introduction:
What is NICE?
Factors to consider when considering bringing a drug to market.
Quality of life data (shown on a simple graph).

Comparison points for the 3 drugs:
Cost
Probability of success
Side effects
Ethics/usability 
Size of disease population (number of people who would benefit)
Curative vs palliative
Quality of life over next 5 years.

Hand over to Students
Give students some time to read through the sheets.
Then they should then answer the questions on the hand-outs and choose which they would like to put to NICE.
Helpers are to go round and promote discussion for less obvious information, i.e. ethical issues and drugs already on the market.
At the end of the session, go round each group and ask for which drug they chose and 3 reasons why they chose that one. 
Wrap up
Wrap-up should stress that there is no wrong answer and that the drugs all had good and bad aspects to them.
